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“Yanks in the U.K.” World War II tour open to public

LANCASTER, Texas — British and American sites critical to World War II and its history will
be the focus of a summer tour led by Cedar Valley College (CVC) professor Calvin L.
Christman. The May 15-26, 2007, “Yanks in the U.K.,” tour promises to be an educational and
enjoyable experience.
